Classes of Relics

1st Class Relic:
A part of the Saint (bone, hair, etc.) and the
instruments of Christ's passion

2nd Class Relic:
something owned by the Saint or instruments
of torture used against a martyr

3rd Class Relic
something that has been touched to a 1st or
2nd Class Relic. You can make your own 3rd
Class relics by touching an object to a 1st or
2nd Class Relic, including the tomb of a Saint.

Relics in churches or chapels are usually kept in one of
two places: in a cavity ("sepulchre”) inside the Altar or
in a "reliquary." Reliquaries have taken on a variety of
shapes boxes, Noah's Arks, caskets, the shape of an
arm, leg, head, etc.. and some are exquisite speci-
mens of gold and silversmithing.

AS | offered Myself willingly to God the Father for
your sins with hands outstretched and body naked on

Offer yourself to Me, therefore, and give yourself
entirely for God  -- your offering will be accepted. Be-
hold, | offered Myself wholly to the Father for you, |
even gave My whole Body and Blood for food that I
might be all yours, and you Mine forever.

But if you rely upon self, and do not offer your free
will to Mine, your offering will be incomplete and the
union between us imperfect. Hence, if you desire to at-
tain grace and freedom of heart, let the free offering of
yourself into the hands of God precede your every ac-
tion. This is why so few are inwardly free and enlight-
ened -- they know not how to renounce themselves en-
tirely.
